NDMRAC's mission is to work collaboratively with North Dakota stakeholders to provide 
unified representation, advocate for the responsible use of resources, and improve awareness 
and education relating to the Missouri River and its tributaries. 

A full NDMRAC membership meeting was held on May 10, 2017 to officially organize through 
the approval of the group’s bylaws.  

Before the board’s election of officers on Wednesday, State Engineer Garland Erbele served 
as the NDMRAC’s interim chairman.
